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In January 2010, Help Incorporated received funding from the Idaho Network of Children’s Advocacy Center’s to train a staff member to be an authorized Steward’s of Children facilitator. 


The Darkness to Light Stewards of Children Program includes:


Face-to-face training, which utilizes an interactive training process of workbooks, videos, and discussion, aimed at increasing knowledge of child sexual abuse, improving the related decision-making processes, customizing policies and procedures for different types of organizations, and increasing knowledge of laws and regulations of reporting in different states.  


Steward’s of Children is focused on the issue of child sexual abuse and its prevention.  There is substantial evidence that child sexual abuse is a significant societal problem in the U.S.; one with devastating consequences.

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 simple ways to help prevent child abuse





Be a nurturing parent – children need to know that they are special and loved.


Help a friend, neighbor or relative – offer a helping hand so other parents can rest or spend time together.


Help yourself – take a time out for yourself when life’s problems build up.  Don’t take it out on your kid.


If your baby cries – learn what to do if your baby won’t stop crying.  Never shake a baby.


Communicate with your child – open, honest communication between you and your child is always important.


Volunteer at a local child abuse prevention program – agencies are always looking for people who believe in their mission and would like to donate time.


Report suspected abuse or neglect – if you have any reason to believe a child has been or may be harmed, call your local department of children and family services or your local police department.
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Darnkess to light stewards of children program
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El Valor de los Padres is a program that serves families whose primary language is Spanish.  Parents and their young children attend class four days a week for two hours.  Parents receive parenting class and ESL instruction while their children receive a quality early childhood classroom experience in an adjacent classroom.  Parents and children come together for weekly parenting activities.   Since El Valor de los Padres began this year we have served over 20 families in this intensive program. During the last quarter Help, Inc. Parents as Teachers Program has served 450 families at monthly PAT group meetings.


180 home visits have occurred in the last quarter.  Parents have received developmental information about their child, assessment information, and learning activities to do at home with their child.


On March 8, 2010 Parents as Teachers Educators along with Bonneville School District 93 staff screened over 500 children in the Ready to Read literacy screener.  PAT Educators talked to over 500 parents about how to prepare their child for kindergarten and help them get a head start on literacy skills.  Children were given a book called “Kindergarten Here I Come” in a partnership with the Idaho Library Association.
