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The Snake River Children’s Advocacy Center (SRCAC) is accredited by the National Children’s Alliance (NCA).  In order to be an accredited CAC the center must abide by NCA Standards which include a trauma-focused mental health standard.  





What is Trauma-Informed Treatment?  


Trauma-informed treatment is guided by an understanding of the impact of trauma on the development and behavior of children and knowing when and how to intervene directly in a trauma-sensitive manner.  It includes multiple components that are designed to help mitigate the effects of trauma on children and enable CAC’s to do their job more effectively.   





In June, mental health staff of Help, Inc. were fortunate to be able to attend APSAC’s 18th Annual Colloquium in New Orleans.  This training provided staff the opportunity to expand their knowledge about trauma-informed treatment in an effort to better support children and families suffering from the effects of child abuse.
