Tool #1: Consciousness





Consciousness acts on two levels.





Being aware that abuse happens all around us is the first step.





When you are aware that child sexual abuse affects one in four girls and one in six boys, you are more likely to take action to prevent the children around you from becoming victims.





The second part of consciousness is our intentions.


We have intension to create a certain quality of life for our children and our actions are influenced by our intentions.





This is just like when we have a “Watch for Children” sign in our neighborhood, we intend for ourselves and others to slow down and drive safely because children are present.  Or when we coach a soccer team, drive our children’s carpool or take our nephews to a movie, we are fulfilling intentions of being good members of the community, good parents and good family members.





As you go through your day, think about how you will act on the intention of children growing up with their wholeness and sexual boundaries intact.





Next month, we’ll show you how Tool #2, Choice, affects incidents of child sexual abuse.

Do not eat candy as you go


Never go into a stranger’s house, even if they ask you to come in while they go and get some candy


Wear comfortable shoes


Carry a flashlight


Have each child carry or wear something lit, such as a flashlight, glow bracelet or necklace, or flashing attire for visibility


Never allow children to eat candy before it is inspected


Accompany young children during their neighborhood rounds


Stay in familiar neighborhoods
